I feel great respect for Alexander Graham Bell in particular for his devotion to assist the hearing impaired. In over thirty years of independent work in phonetics and speech articulation based on a rigorous scientific methodology, I have also looked into how what I understand can be made to benefit the deaf. 
(My book on “Phoneme Production” is presently under review at John Benjamins Publishing, Amsterdam).

I can describe an entirely new way to approach teaching normal speech, one that meets the problems not starting from the outer surface of speech, but from the most basic roots of its kinesiological mechanism. I believe that using this methodology the work begun by A. G. Bell can reach a successful conclusion. 

Even before going into more technical aspects that you can review, I can send you a document illustrating simple applications of physical hand gestures that powerfully assist production of specific vowels and consonants. These techniques have not been known in the past, and are readily testable, and if validated, these could show the extent to which my research shows promise.
Furthermore, to demonstrate my full understanding of the mechanics of speech, I can present my own reproduction of the authentic native pronunciations of ten foreign languages. Without total control of the articulating framework this is not possible and, to my knowledge, has not been achieved in the past by anyone.
